Rule 6 - Membership

6.1
Full membership

Full membership shall be open to Chief Education Officers of the Department of Education and Training and to other members of the teaching service whose status is equivalent or senior to that of Chief Education Officer.

6.2
Life Membership

Life membership shall be an honour conferred by the Annual General Meeting, after nomination by the State Council upon those past or present members who have given outstanding service over a number of years to the Institute.

Life members who no longer fall within the terms of Rule 6.1 of this Constitution shall not be entitled to vote, to hold office nor be counted as forming a quorum.

6.3
Honorary Membership

Honorary membership may be conferred by Annual General Meeting upon those persons ineligible for membership but who have rendered outstanding service in the leadership and management of education systems in New South Wales.

Honorary membership entitles such persons to attend all Institute functions but does not bestow any voting privileges of the Institute or any right to hold office.

Honorary membership will be made available to the Director-General of the Department of Education and Training.

6.4
Associate Membership

Associate membership may be available for officers of the Department of Education and Training who are not Chief Education Officers or officers whose status is equivalent or senior to that of Chief Education Officer. Such officers would have formerly held one of these positions.

Associate membership may also be available to former full members who have resigned from the Department of Education and Training.

Associate members are entitled to attend all Institute functions and to receive publications and support from individual members.

Associate membership does not bestow any voting privileges at meetings of the Institute or any right to hold office.

6.5
Retired Membership

Retired membership may be available to former full members or associate members who have retired from the Department of Education and Training.

Retired members are entitled to attend all Institute functions and to receive publications and support from individual members.

Retired membership does not bestow any voting privileges at meetings of the Institute or any right to hold office.
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
