2. 
ELIGIBILITY FOR MEMBERSHIP

2.1 The Union shall consist of:-

a)    an unlimited number of persons engaged or usually engaged in the following mills or factories in New South Wales:  Woollen, Worsted, Wooltops, Wool Scouring, Spinning, Weaving, Dyeing, Finishing, Waste-breaking, Flock, Wadding, Felt and Feltex, Flax, Cotton, Carpets, Silk and Artificial Silk, Jute, Rayon and/or any other synthetic Fibre, Hosiery, Half-hose, Knitting, Carding, Combing, Textile Printing, Textile Furnishings and Tapestry, the manufacture of Sanitary Pads, also Braids, Tassels and Buckles, Buttons and Badges made from Casein, Wood, Cloth, Mother of Pearl or Metal excepting metal cast from moulds;

b)    bona fide male and female artisans, apprentices, and employees in the felt hatting industry, and all employees engaged in or in connection with the preparation or manufacture of materials or articles used in or in connection with the felt hat industry or felt hat making; and also all males engaged or usually engaged in the process of making straw boaters, buckram, shapes, wet and spartive stiffening by hand or machine, and all types of panamas, pan-dans and helmets and all types of straw and fabric hoods, and the making of such hoods into hats;

c) an unlimited number of employees whose usual occupation is wholly or partially manufacturing or repairing boots, shoes, slippers and wood lasts of every description; also those engaged in designing, pattern cutting or preparing of patterns for the uppers of other parts of boots, shoes and slippers;

d) such other persons as have been elected or appointed officers or organisers or employees (other than clerical employees) of the Union and have been continuously  employed in any one or more of the industries of the Union for at least three years.



Provided that persons engaged in the manufacture of garments from knitted piece-goods in establishments other than mills or factories where the principal business is the knitting of piece-goods and the manufacture of garments from goods so knitted shall not be eligible for membership.

2.2
In addition to those persons referred to in sub-rule 2.1 the Union shall consist of an unlimited number of employees, wholly employed in any one or more of the following industries:-

a) Making and/or repairing the whole or any part of any male or female garment or of any article of wearing apparel whatsoever, made from material of any description, including all articles of neck-wear, making and/or trimming and/or blocking and/or repairing all articles of head wear and/or millinery (including berets) (other than employees in felt hat manufacturing establishments for whom provision is made in the Constitution of the Federated Felt Hatting and Allied Trades Employees' Union of Australia) and excluding boots, shoes, slippers and gloves only;

b) Dyeing and/or cleaning and/or repairing and/or pressing and/or ironing any garment, or any article of any description whatsoever which is, in the way of business, usually dyed and/or cleaned and/or repaired and/or pressed and/or ironed in the establishment of dyer and cleaner;

c) Making and/or repairing the whole or any part of any description of umbrella;

d) Making and/or repairing any description of handkerchiefs, serviettes, pillow slips, pillow shams, sheets, table cloths, towels, quilts, sprone, mosquito nets, bed valances or bed curtains;

e) Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, embroidering or otherwise ornamenting any of the abovementioned articles, including the making and/or manufacturing of such ornamentation as are made of textiles, felts or similar fabrics and of artificial flowers;

f) Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the industry of a furrier;

g) Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the making of chenille (except as to spinning and winding) and the making and/or repairing of articles of all descriptions as are made of chenille.

Further with such persons whether employed in the industry or not, as have been appointed Offices, Assistant Secretaries or Organisers of the Union and admitted as members thereof.
